Archdlocese
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Directives from the Archdiocese regarding Covid
The Archdiocese is reminding everyone to maintain safety protocols; hand sanitization, social
distancing and wearing a face mask. Meetings should be online and congregational singing is
not allowed.

For anyone who tests positive for Covid-19, Ontario has also changed the required isolation
period based on growing evidence that generally healthy people with Covid-19 are most
infectious in the two days before and three days after symptoms develop. “Individuals with
Covid-19 who are vaccinated, as well as children under 12, will be required to isolate for five
days following the onset of symptoms. Their household contacts are also required to isolate
with them. These individuals can end isolation after five days if their symptoms are improved
for at least 24 hours and all public health and safety measures, such as masking and physical
distancing, are followed. Non-household contacts are required to self-monitor for ten days.
Individuals who are unvaccinated, partially vaccinated or immunocompromised will be
required to isolate for 10 days.”

Those feeling even slightly unwell should not attend Mass at this time. Parishioners should
avoid congregating in large groups before or after Mass.

If you test positive for Covid

If you test positive for Covid, please let us know. Let us know when you started to develop
symptoms and when was the last time you came to Mass. We may need to notify parishioners
who were present at that Mass. Your identity will be kept confidential.

March 2nd is Ash Wednesday

Ash Wednesday, like Good Friday, is a day of Fasting, and Abstinence from meat. The law of
abstinence from meat is binding on those who are 14 and older. The law of fasting is binding
on those who are 18 to 59 years of age. The requirement for fasting is that you can have one
full meal and two other small meals in such a way that the two small meals don’t add up to a
full meal (and of course, no meat). If required, you may drink beverages between meals but
not something that is filling (such as a milkshake). In addition to our regularly scheduled 7:30
pm Mass, we will also have Mass at 9:00 am.

Some suggestions: Pray more, read from New Testament daily, come early to Mass to
prayerfully prepare; Give up TV or watch less, give up video games, reduce time on social
media, don’t snack, give up sweets, exercise regularly, don’t sleep in; Be more helpful around
the home, visit or call relatives or old friends, do nice things for others, be more cheerful,
befriend someone, give to charitable organizations, be more kind and polite.
